EXAMS

The contest consists of two 1 1/2 hour exams.  The first exam contains 25 multiple-choice questions.  The second exam contains four written-response questions.  The multiple-choice exam is used to determine the team awards.  The written-response exam requires students to exhibit intuition, creativity, and the ability to write simple proofs.  Individual awards are based on both exams.  Both parts of the exam cover all high school mathematics topics through pre-calculus and trigonometry.  Students are allowed to keep both exams.  

Each high school can enter a team of eight members and an additional four members may audit the exam, but their scores will not be counted towards either the team or individual awards. Every team member receives a certificate of participation.  The team score consists of the top five individual scores on Part 1. Team awards are distributed to the first through third place teams in Division A (Highly Competitive), the first through fourth place teams in Division B (Competitive), and first through third place teams in Division C (New Schools). New schools may stay in Division C for two years but must choose A or B in subsequent years. All returning schools choose Division A or B (your choice). Any first or second place school in division A or B from the previous year is strongly encouraged to enter Division A the following year.

An individual top score award will be presented by GSDMC to the team member from each school with the highest Part 1 score.  Individual awards are presented to the top 25 participants who have the highest combined scores on Parts 1 and 2. Home-schooled students are eligible to compete for the individual awards.

Team coaches traditionally accompany their teams to the Contest and to the Awards Banquet.  On the contest day, the coach checks the team in and picks up ID numbers for his or her team members.  During the exams, coaches and other adults are encouraged to meet in Peterson Hall 104. Answer keys to the multiple-choice exam are given to each coach who shares the answers with his or her team during intermission.  During intermission, it is customary for coaches to arrange for a small snack (donuts and juice, etc.) to ensure their team is ready for the second round. Also, coaches need to make accurate counts of who will attend the awards banquet at this time and request that number of tickets from Daryl Stermon.

BANQUET
The Contest Awards Night serves a greater purpose than just the presentation of awards.  The program starts with a discussion of some of the more controversial problems on the exam, and the mathematics involved.  Additionally, a speaker from the UCSD Mathematics Department discusses some interesting ideas and current activities in his or her field.  Past speakers have talked about such topics as how to visualize geometry in four dimensions, the mathematics of gravitation, mathematical models of the lung, and getting computers to do algebra.  The dinner and awards presentation are a celebration of the achievements of San Diego’s best young mathematicians.  We encourage all participants and their team coaches to join in the celebration.  The Banquet will be held on Tuesday night, May 2.  This should reduce the conflict with proms - and our program is short enough not to concern parents about activities on a school night.  Smartly dressed (not casual) students and coaches would be appropriate for this occasion.  It is particularly important that we not pay for unused meals (dinners this year will cost $34.50).  Tickets for the banquet will be available on the day of the contest.  On the day of the contest, please request tickets only for students and coaches, who will actually come to the banquet.

PARKING

Parking for Saturday is free as long as you park in legal parking space that is not marked reserved OR enforced 24hrs a day.  Peterson hall is building 399, reached by turning east off North Torrey Pines road at the Office of Extended Studies sign, parking in lot P207, then walking to the southeast corner of the parking lot.

On the evening of the banquet, the easiest arrangement for parking is to use the parking meters located in all lots or buy a permit in the center of lot P207 at the booth.  THE METERS TAKE ONLY QUARTERS, so plan ahead.  There is some permit parking at the Faculty club in Spaces Marked Faculty Club, you pay inside at the Club entrance and display the sticker on your car. We do not have any way to “fix” parking tickets, or to grant “free” parking on weekdays.  Carpooling is advisable!
